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Section I11: Chapter 3 The Best Christmas Pageant Ever

Read, Think, lllustrate, and Present

Students often gain aricher understanding of a story if they are given the chance to think about and
illustrate it. Divide your class into groups of four. Have each team sit in a circle; then choose one
member of each team to be the facilitator.

Facilitator: The facilitator will read the first four pages of chapter three; each member will take turns
reading four pages, moving around the circle in a clockwise direction.

Timer: The person on the facilitator’s left will be the timer. The timer will allow enough time for the
reading, and twenty minutes to create the illustrations. (You may vary times to the needs of your class.)

Materials:

» Multiple copies of The Best Christmas Pageant
Ever (one per student)

* Markers and crayons

» Large (8" x 12"/ 20 x 30 cm) white construction
paper (one for each student)

Directions:
1. Take turns reading chapter three, as explained above.

2. Create anillustration for the section of the chapter that the team members read, numbering the
bottom of the paper with a l, 2, 3, or 4, showing the part of the chapter they read (the first,
second, third, or fourth part).

3. Share team illustrations with the whole class.

Note to the Teacher:

If your class doesn’t divide evenly by four, you can step in to take over one of the readings, or have a
couple of students double up on the readings (they can then choose which section to illustrate). You
may wish to have the children display their illustrations around the classroom. Have the class discuss
their various interpretations of the chapter.
